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Abstract

Pharmacist Involvement in the Dementia Support Team (DST)

In our hospital, we started receiving dementia care incentive Type 1 in October 2018. Pharmacists also participate in multidiscipl-
inary conferences and rounds as members of the dementia support team (DST). Here, we investigated the current status of pharma-
cist involvement in our DST. In the first half of 2019, pharmacists proposed 48 medicines, of which 29 (60%) were adopted in the
proposal as DST. The pharmacists' proposals were to add or increase medicines for restlessness / delirium and sleep disturbance, and
to discontinue or reduce medicines that may induce delirium or oversedation. There are many factors that require close attention to
drug therapy for the elderly, and the participation of pharmacists in DST seems to be beneficial.
